  ‘Window of Welcome’ 

 
Our Window of Welcome remains the same: children may enter school from 8.45am, and the gates will 
be locked at 8.55am to begin registration.  
 
There will no longer be three gates to enter from, and Key Stage 2 will no longer be entering through the 
double field gates.  
 
Nursery children will continue to queue at their usual gate, and Mrs Fidler will invite parents with their 
children to the Nursery door. Reception to Year 6: Children from Reception through to Year 6 will enter 
via the main gate (previously the KS1 gate), walk down the slope and head straight into class, where 
they will be greeted by staff.
