a group of people the Nazis viewed to be superior than others 
(Aryan features included blue eyes and blonde hair)

a place where people are imprisoned in harsh 
conditions, without usual legal processes such as a trial

a person who has been forced to leave their country, seeking 
refuge in order to escape war, persecution, or natural disaster

a German word meaning ‘Lightning War’: intensive or sudden 
military attacks

a unity government formed with members of different 
political parties
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
