Dear Parents and Carers, 

As we look ahead to the next academic year, we are delighted to share information about one of the 
most exciting opportunities awaiting your child in Year 5: our residential trip to York. 

This overnight visit has become a firm favourite in recent years, offering children the chance to 
deepen their learning, build independence and enjoy a wide variety of memorable experiences with 
their classmates. During the visit, children will have the opportunity to explore York Minster, walk the 
historic Roman walls, visit the Roman Baths and the city’s famous museum, as well as take part in a 
range of other exciting activities. One of the highlights is a visit to a local restaurant, where the 
children will dine out in style and enjoy a special evening together. 

As with all our residentials, the trip offers far more than just a change of scenery—it enriches the 
curriculum, enhances children’s lives, and provides valuable social and personal development; it 
always becomes a treasured highlight of the school year. 

This residential trip will take place from Wednesday 4th March to Friday 6th March 2026. 

We are sharing this information now to give families the option to begin a payment plan ahead of the 
start of the new school year, allowing the cost to be spread over a longer period of time, should you 
wish. By starting early, families can spread the cost over 12 months, making smaller, manageable 
payments. 

The total cost of the residential will be: £ 248.00 
We require a non refundable deposit of: £40.00 by 31.08.25 this will then secure your 
child’s place. Should you change your mind after confirming your child will be attending 
the trip for whatever reason, you will lose the deposit.  
This can then be followed by monthly payments of approximately £20. This payment 
plan will be set out on Parentpay, once we receive your completed form on the school 
app. 

Should you decide not to begin a 12-month payment plan, we simply ask that you 
confirm your child’s place to join the Y5 York residential by completing the relevant 
form on the school app. Then make your initial deposit payment by 31.08.25, followed 
by your one off payment for the full balance. 
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More details about the itinerary, accommodation and what to pack will be shared in the new school 
year.
