In Reception, pupils will have access to: 3 teaching inputs weekly; daily tailored continuous provision

	What would you see throughout the lesson and in an EYFS classroom
	Role of teacher and/or teaching assistant

	1. Review of Previous Learning (5 minutes)
	· Around two-five fluency questions designed to have a number focus and activate prior knowledge and prepare children for new learning through:
· review of previous learning
· consolidation of basic skills 
· this may also be in the form of counting, rhyme and song
· In this part of the lesson, no new learning should take place.  
	· precise questioning to formatively assess, checking for understanding
· precise questioning to encourage reasoning – open ended/probing
· culture where children learn from their mistakes and fix them
· enhanced continuous provision focusing on core mathematical concepts to strengthen children’s knowledge, vocabulary and understanding (changed termly)
· children will have concrete objects to explore e.g., measuring jugs and will be exposed to numbers, tens frames, counters, scales and/or blocks that relate to topic
· maths will be developed and introduced around children’s interests
· children will have access to reading books with a mathematical focus, reading independently and as a whole class

	· Assessing children’s understanding (both) and highlighting any gaps in knowledge

	2. Explicit Teach (teacher model and demonstrating)
	· Teacher modelling and demonstrating, following a ‘concrete, pictorial, abstract’ approach to support the introduction of new learning (stages may be presented alongside each other to help the children make connections in their learning). 
· Teachers will make use of physical and practical resources and apply learning in a real world context.
· Explicit teaching of vocabulary will be embedded throughout the lesson and displayed throughout the classroom and in areas of provision. This will be added to the working wall as a unit progresses.   
	
	· Teacher modelling and demonstrating
· TA/support staff identifying children who are not responding to questioning/need more support 

	3. Guided Practice
	· Children provided with the opportunity to explore new learning before working independently, this could be through group work or paired work, either in books, on whiteboards or using concrete materials. 
· This may follow the structure of ‘I do, we do, you do’ to check for understanding. 
· Teachers can assess in the moment and continue to independent practice or provide more explicit teach. 
	
	· Teacher delivering guided practice & working with children
· TA/support staff observing children and identifying any gaps
· Both staff members questioning children to check for understanding 

	4. Independent Practice
	· Children provided with the opportunity to practice and consolidate their skills through a range of fluency, reasoning, and problem-solving tasks. This can be through deliberately designed continuous provision activities or in a guided, small group activity.
· Children will have the opportunity to apply their skills in a variety of contexts to deepen their understanding.
· Key vocabulary will be displayed throughout provision activities and encouraged to be used. 
· Children may be provided to consolidate their learning through games, rhyme or song. 
· Learning will be evidenced in a floor book with key knowledge and vocabulary labelled, as well as pupil voice.  
	
	· Teacher and TA/support staff live marking and providing instant feedback
· Teacher or TA working with children who have been identified as needing targeted support
· Adults will model and guide provision focused activities in small groups

	5. Review of Learning
	· Teacher assessment of knowledge and the next lesson
· In some contexts, this could be an opportunity to extend learning through explicit teaching of problem solving skills. 
	
	· Teacher consolidating learning through questioning 
· TA/support staff reviewing work as it is being marked, identifying children with gaps who require intervention. This may include (depending on the level of support required):
· Same-day intervention
· Adaptation to subsequent lesson
· Structured intervention over time
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
